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Rationale


This curriculum unit is designed for teaching William Shakespeare’s The Tragedy of Romeo and Juliet to regular education ninth grade students. This unit reaches out to a classroom consisting of many socio-economic backgrounds and cultures, and we hope students grasp issues and ideas from the drama which relate to Shakespeare, the Elizabethan time period, and the English language. We hope to reach out to students by relating the content of this unit to issues present in today’s society and individual students’ lives. After all, students are much more willing to learn if they have personal interest or investment in the learning product. 


When teaching the historical areas of the unit, students should be able to inquire about the historical issues in the play, in connection to the time period and Shakespeare’s life. Several activities will require students to write, read, and investigate areas of the Elizabethan social world in connection to the students’ world. It is imperative for all students to recognize the relevance of many of the issues within the play in accordance to the time period itself (i.e. marriage customs, courting, social classes, etc.).


After being exposed to Shakespeare’s life and the Elizabethan aspect of the unit, we want students to be exposed to various ideas concerning the content and structure of the drama. This will take place through in-depth questioning on study guides, journal writing, vocabulary work, various themes, the use of literary devices, and discussion within paired and group work during different parts of the play. Students will need to work with English language structure when writing and speaking as well.  We hope that this unit will invest students’ ideas in appropriate learning engagement for their age group, and they should be able to develop the necessary skills for the curriculum presented next year in a proficient manner. We hope students will be able to see how some issues in the play are directly connected to society today so that students are invested in the reading material and activities each day. Even though the play would take place hundreds of years ago, many of the issues transcend time and cultures. Romeo and Juliet provides the opportunity for historical and literacy understanding to shine through within design and structure of the play.

Overview of Curriculum Unit


This curriculum unit is designed for the regular education, ninth grade student. The unit uses The Tragedy of Romeo and Juliet to explore drama through Shakespeare and a variety of themes and literature components. Within this unit students will study and research the background of William Shakespeare and the Elizabethan time period. Students will be exposed to information concerning the Globe Theatre, Shakespeare’s writing structure, Shakespeare’s life, and society during Romeo and Juliet’s lifetime. Students will read the dramatic play in order to gain an understanding of literature, writing, speaking, listening, research, vocabulary, and thematic ideas. 

The unit will allow students to analyze relationships and varying types of conflict through a five act drama structure, and students will be able to relate themes from the play to their everyday lives. Students will analyze family relationships, communication, and age-old problems which occur throughout the drama. Students will use independent, paired, and group work throughout the entire unit. They will be working with organizers, vocabulary worksheets, reading skills, comprehension skills, reading and listening skills, and writing skills.  By the end of the unit, students should be able to use the various elements of drama to gain an understanding of the power of this drama and its timelessness while diving into the world of Shakespeare.

Philosophical Approach:

Executive

We believe that the best philosophical approach to teaching for our curriculum unit is the executive approach. Our lesson plans are task oriented and organized in a very efficient manner. The content is at the center of our instructional focus. Our instructional objectives and goals are clearly defined and they are aligned with our curriculum goals, as well connected with state standards. Our lessons our designed with consistent assignments carried out either individually or as assigned groups. We give direct instruction, taught step by step for students to follow. In every lesson there are assessments in place to objectively measure students’ progress. We have an emphasis on student learning and allow multiple opportunities for students to be engaged in their own personal growth. We all see ourselves as the organizer and planner of our classroom. 

Under an executive approach our students understand what is expected of them and they clearly know the routine of the classroom. Therefore, students that are taught under an executive approach are less anxious since there is consistency in the day to day procedures of the lessons. Students have less discipline problems due to the lack of free time for misbehavior. They are better at memorization tasks as a result of the direct, step by step instruction. By using an executive approach students excel in time management and organizational skills which will aide them in their educational career.

Lesson plans towards the end of the unit as well as activities throughout the lessons might shift more towards a humanist approach when students are clear of expectations, or opportunities arise that allow us, as teachers, to take this different approach. Our cooperative groups, manipulatives, and discovery activities all fall under a humanist approach. The reason we feel that our main approach is executive is because all of these activities are “extension” tasks. They are performed after the content is taught as a way of practicing and deepening student knowledge.

Target Audience Description


The target audience of this unit primarily includes regular education freshmen students who are learning at the ninth grade level. Also, the majority of the students have successfully proven they are reading at the ninth grade level, or above, according to reading scores received from previously attended institutions. The students have a basic understanding of content knowledge in the areas of drama, Shakespeare’s influence on writing, and English language learning skills. In this classroom the student to staff ratio is 1:18, with a diverse learning group, in terms of ethnicity, being fifty-five percent white, thirty-four percent black, six percent multiracial, and less than five percent Asian, Native American, or Hispanic. Thirty-three percent of all students in this metropolitan area school come from low-income families, and over forty percent of students are receiving free or reduced meal plans through state funding. Most of this classroom’s expenditures go towards instruction and supportive services. Some of the supportive services reach out to accommodate the lower level learners, as well as those students who have disabilities amongst the target audience. Some accommodations are lesson plan modification, learning strategies courses, peer tutoring during lunch hours and after school, and extended time at offsite areas at the school.

Annotated List of Resources Used in Unit

Pre-reading Activities

· Iambic Pentameter  Power Point

· This power point serves as an introduction to understanding rhyme scheme using iambic pentameter within Romeo and Juliet. The students will work through the definition and apply its characteristics to various lines of Shakespearian literature through oral practice. The power point urges students to take notes and understand how to find examples of iambic pentameter on their own.

· Iambic Pentameter: Guided Practice Worksheet

· This worksheet serves as a summative assessment item. It allows students to work collaboratively with a partner in order to apply the skills from the power point to different examples of Shakespearian literature. The students can work together to discuss and work through the language in order to gain a better understanding of the skill.

· Iambic Pentameter: Homework Worksheet

· This worksheet serves as a formal assessment. It will show student understanding, as well as any need for reteaching of the skill. The students will complete the worksheet individually, and they must apply all knowledge from the day’s lesson in order to display their individual understanding.

· Romeo and Juliet Vocabulary with Definitions

· This is the teacher’s guide to the vocabulary for the first act and the definitions that are given for each term. Teachers should not read definitions to student, instead they should give examples and use in context so that the students can form their own definitions of the words.

· Romeo and Juliet Act I Pre-Vocabulary Quiz

· This pre-assessment allows the teacher and the student to see where the vocabulary knowledge is for these terms. When students are able to see where they started and where they end in the learning process they are more motivated to continue the acquisition of vocabulary. This quiz is administered at the beginning of the act and graded in class so students have immediate feedback on their starting point. This also allows them to focus their learning on words they don’t know and for teacher to focus their teaching there as well. 

· Academic Vocabulary Worksheet

· This is Marzano’s worksheet for their vocabulary binders. Students will use these sheets throughout the entire year and they are to keep the terms in alphabetical order so that they reference it as need be. This vocabulary sheet allows students to create their own definitions, draw non-linguistic representations of the terms, and track their understanding of the word.

· Word Sort – Act I

· Students are to cut out all of the squares and group them in any way that makes sense to them. There is no right answer. It allows for conversation between partners and problem solving. As students decide on how to group the cards they are internalizing their understanding of the terms. 

· Vocabulary Squares – Act I

· Students work with pairs to match the vocabulary term with its given definition. At this point in the lesson the students are seeing if their own definitions of the words and their own understanding of what it means can be translated to the “book” definition. 

· Connect Two Worksheet – Act I

· The connect two activity is an extension of the word sorts. It is completed in a larger group and is more structured as far as the conversation aspect. Students individually connect any two words that they feel go together. They do not have to be term and definition. Then they have to share which terms they connect and why. The next student that goes depends on if they can connect with the last term said. 

· Romeo and Juliet Act I Post – Vocabulary Quiz

· This is the post assessment for Act I vocabulary. It will allow students and the teacher to see the students’ growth in their vocabulary acquisition. 

Act II

· Romeo and Juliet Vocabulary with Definitions

· This is the teacher’s guide to the vocabulary for the first act and the definitions that are given for each term. Teachers should not read definitions to student, instead they should give examples and use in context so that the students can form their own definitions of the words.

· Romeo and Juliet Act II Pre-Vocabulary Quiz

· This pre-assessment allows the teacher and the student to see where the vocabulary knowledge is for these terms. When students are able to see where they started and where they end in the learning process they are more motivated to continue the acquisition of vocabulary. This quiz is administered at the beginning of the act and graded in class so students have immediate feedback on their starting point. · This is Marzano’s worksheet for their vocabulary binders. · Analogies Worksheet

· Student work with partners to create analogies with their vocabulary terms as well as with words that they associate with their vocabulary terms. 

· Wordle Worksheet

· Wordles are an abstract way to display a student’s understanding of the vocabulary terms. Students go to the wordle.net website and create a Wordle. They can write all of their terms and words they associate with them.

· Acrostic Poems 

· Students write the vocabulary term going down the page. They then have to write a sentence that has some relevance to the terms and starts with each consecutive letter of the term. 

· Romeo and Juliet Act II Post – Vocabulary Quiz

· This is the post assessment for Act II vocabulary. It will allow students and the teacher to see the students’ growth in their vocabulary acquisition. 

· Figurative Language Power Point

· This power point reintroduced four types of figurative language used in Romeo and Juliet: metaphor, simile, personification, and hyperbole. As the definitions are introduced, the students will be given examples, and they will be urged to create examples of their own. They will also apply their knowledge to provided examples. Throughout the entire power point activity, the students will be provided a note taking power point packet to write notes over discussion as well.

· Figurative Language Worksheet

· This worksheet will give students lines of language from Romeo and Juliet. The students will first need to list the type of figurative language used in the given quote. Next they will need to decipher the meaning of the quote by summarizing it into their own words in the area provided. This worksheet is a formal evaluation device.

Act III

· Conflict Power Point

· This power point will serve as the introduction to the day’s lesson plan. It lists a journal topic over a subject which relates to Romeo and Juliet, as well as their lives in today’s society. After the journal, the power point gives a few definitions of different conflict used within the drama. The power point opens up the classroom for discussion and application to daily life and teen relationships.

· Conflict Worksheets

· This worksheet serves as a formal evaluation device. It asks students to list a type of conflict for the example provided from the play. Then the students need to cite a direct quote from the text to support their idea of the type of textual evidence. Once the quotation is found, the students need to add 3-5 sentences explaining why their thoughts are valid in order to support their point of view.

Annotated List of Additional Resources

Pre-reading Activities

· A&E Biography Film: William Shakespeare

· This video could be shown in order to give the students a visual understanding of Shakespeare’s life. It shows pictures of Shakespeare, his hometown, the Globe Theatre, and many clips from Shakespeare’s plays.

· A&E Biography Worksheet

· This worksheet accompanies the A&E biography video of William Shakespeare. It can be used while watching the video. It will measure comprehension, and it asks key questions about Shakespeare’s life.

· Exploring Expository Writing Biography Worksheet

· This worksheet is another form of a biography about William Shakespeare. It asks questions which check for comprehension as well. It is a shortened biography, so it is valuable to use when teaching under time constraints. 

· Shakespeare Timeline Summary Chart

· This chart can be used as a reference to any events in Shakespeare’s lifetime. It discusses events from his birth to his death. It also mentions when his most famous plays were written. It may be used as a discussion tool.

· Exploring Expository Writing Worksheet

· This worksheet discusses the basic information about Shakespeare and his experiences with the Globe Theatre. It discusses different types of drama and the setup of various types of stages. It lists seven comprehension questions over the reading as well.

· The Sonnet Form and Iambic Pentameter Worksheet 

· This worksheet discusses the basics of iambic pentameter when applied to sonnets. It asks the students to mark rhyme scheme, accented and unaccented syllables, and iambic feet. A chart is provided to work with the rhyme scheme visually, and a short sonnet quiz is attached.

· Show the students the balcony scene. Discussion of types of love in Romeo and Juliet found in the first two acts. (Teacher writes them on the board while discussion develops.)

· Character Analysis: Show excerpts from the modern version of the movie.

·  At the beginning of the film (modern version) there are snapshots shown of all the main characters. 

Act II

· Romeo and Juliet: Study Guide Act II

· This study guide asks questions in order to assure comprehension is taking place throughout the reading. It can be completed individually, in pairs, or used within a group work structure. It serves as a study tool for the comprehensive test at the end of the drama unit. It is a formal evaluation device for Act II.

· Character Analysis Worksheet

· This worksheet asks students to evaluate and interpret what the various characters in the play say about themselves. Quotes are listed, and students are asked to first analyze them individually. Next, students must consider the motivation of the quote and who influenced it. Lastly, the students must describe conflict present within the quote while listing various character traits the quote possesses. 

· Newspaper Article Worksheet

· This worksheet asks students to create a story discussing some of the fighting which occurs in the play. They must create a news photo, write captions, and create an original story concerning another type of conflict within Act II. Students practice their summary writing skills on this worksheet.

· Act II Quote Quiz

· This quiz lists important quotes from Act II. Students must match the speaker to the quote to show understanding and comprehension of the play. The quotes will also measure the student’s listening skills. Some of these quotes will be found on the comprehensive test at the end of the unit.

· This study guide asks questions in order to assure comprehension is taking place throughout the reading. It can be completed individually, in pairs, or used within a group work structure. It serves as a study tool for the comprehensive test at the end of the drama unit. It is a formal evaluation device for Act IV.

· Irony and Pun Worksheet

· This worksheet gives the definition and examples of various types of irony and puns present within the play. It asks students to give examples of various types of ambiguity concerning some type of irony or pun in the play. It also demands an explanation to thoroughly support the student’s ideas.

· Foreshadowing Worksheet

· This worksheet gives definitions and examples of how foreshadowing and prediction are used in the drama. The students will use previous knowledge about the play in order to create predictions about what is being foreshadowed in the given lines from the play.

· This worksheet lists various vocabulary words used in Act IV. The students will have to match the word to the varying definitions.

Act V

· Romeo and Juliet: Study Guide Act V

· This study guide asks questions in order to assure comprehension is taking place throughout the reading. It can be completed individually, in pairs, or used within a group work structure. It serves as a study tool for the comprehensive test at the end of the drama unit. It is a formal evaluation device for Act V.

Assessment

· Romeo and Juliet: Final Exam

· The two exams test students comprehensively over the drama. Both tests contain multiple choice questions, character matching identification questions, and quote matching questions. One test has fifty-nine questions and a short essay writing question discussing conflict. The second test contains seventy questions with no writing portion. The teacher may use either exam based on time constraints and student abilities at the end of the drama unit.

· Iambic Pentameter Worksheet

· Students will individually mark unrhymed and rhymed meter, will break down iambic feet, will determine if the lines in the example contain iambic pentameter or not, and lastly each student will explain the reasoning behind his/her answer.

· Group Activities

· Iambic Pentameter Practice Worksheet

· Students will work with a partner to mark unrhymed and rhymed meter, will break down iambic feet, will determine if the lines in the example contain iambic pentameter or not, and lastly they will work together to explain the reasoning behind their collaborative answers.

· Iambic Pentameter Power Point

· Students will work with Shakespearian language during whole class discussion in order to gain an understanding of iambic pentameter in relation to the English language and Shakespeare’s writing.

· Individual Activities

· Complete Pre-Vocabulary Worksheet

· Independently at the beginning of class as a starting point of their knowledge of vocabulary.

· Complete Academic Vocabulary Worksheet

· Will fill out the sheet (term, description of the term in their own words, and draw a picture). Lastly they will assess their own understanding of the word.

·       Project on the types of love

·                         Students will have a choice of three options for a project on the types of love:                            

 writing a compare and contrast essay on two types of love, and cite the lines 

             found in the lesson just completed above. Performance- in pairs, students can  

             improvise scenes and act out different love relationships from the play or their real lives. Visual arts- to create collages or mobiles separately or in pairs of different  characters and the different types of love. (A handout will be provided with the three options and assessment criteria.) 

· Group Activities

· Word Sort

· Students work in groups to sort the words according to their understanding of the words. Students talk to each other and explain why the words are put in each group; there isn’t just one correct answer. The students can use their “vocabulary term” worksheet to help them.)

· Word Maps

· Working in pairs, students identify the 3 words that scored the lowest on their understanding assessment and make word maps of those words.)

· Think Pair Share

· When finished students will return to their seats. They will turn to their desk partner and talk about the words, what they mean, give examples, make comparisons, and ask question to clarify meaning

· Vocabulary Squares

· Students will work in pairs to put together the puzzle and help each other with the understanding of the vocabulary. The students will raise their hand when their puzzle is complete.

· Connect Two Activity

· Students are given a sheet with all the vocabulary terms plus supplemental terms. Students will take a couple of minutes to draw lines between two words that they think can in some way be connected. Next students will stand up and be given then sentence structure, “I connected ______ and ______ because _______” they will then use this sentence structure to explain out loud to their classmates the connections they made.

· Fly Swatter Game

· Students work in teams to “swat” the correct vocabulary term that is written on the board.

·                   Citation Assignment

· Assign students to small groups/pairs. Direct them to the text, ask them to find and cite examples of love in text. Review proper citation form and hand in their findings as a group on one sheet of paper. After completing this task, each group will share their findings with the class. 

· Literacy Activities

· Personal Story

· For homework students are to create a personal story using 10 of the 12 words correctly in their story.

· Comic Strip

· For homework students are to create a comic strip using the characters Romeo and Juliet and utilizing the vocabulary terms in the captions.

· Assessment

· Self – Assessment on Academic Vocabulary Sheet

· The students will assess their own understanding of the word at the beginning and end of each lesson.

· Post-Vocabulary Quiz

· Student will take the quiz in order to assess their understanding of the terms. This will be used to guide instruction.

·       Project Assessment

·                         In class assignments will be marked out of 10 marks. Each member of the pair       will receive the same mark. Each group must write: the types of love (2 marks), the relationship involved (2 marks), the speaker of the lines presented (2 marks) and citations for each type of love with proper form (4 marks).

· Individual Activities

· Complete Pre-Vocabulary Worksheet

· Independently at the beginning of class as a starting point of their knowledge of vocabulary.

· Complete Academic Vocabulary Worksheet

· Will fill out the sheet (term, description of the term in their own words, and draw a picture). Lastly they will assess their own understanding of the word.

· Figurative Language Worksheet

· Students will work individually to complete the figurative language worksheet. They most identify the figure of speech present within the provided quote from the play, and they must also decipher the meaning of each quote presented with the questions.

· Group Activities

· Analogies

· Students will be in groups of three, they will work together to make analogies of the words and put them on sentence strips to hang up after the teacher has reviewed them.

· Wordles

· Students will work in pairs on computers to create “wordless” of the vocabulary term and words, examples, and synonyms that can be connected to the term.

· Acrostic Poems

· Students will write acrostic poems for their vocabulary terms, the poems need to help someone who looks at the word understand what the word means. (For ex. C – can live with you A – attacks mice T – talking by meowing)

· Think Pair Share

· When finished students will return to their seats. They will turn to their desk partner and talk about the words, what they mean, give examples, make comparisons, and ask question to clarify meaning

· Snatch the Word

· The students will put all of the vocabulary terms on the ground face up, the teacher will read out examples or explanations of the words and whoever know which word the teacher is talking about snatches the word.

· Mind Map

· Students try to put together a graphic organizer and connect all their words together in some way, by either words or visual representations.

· Figurative Language Think, Pair, Share

· Students will work to with a partner to come up with original examples of each figure of speech presented in the power point (hyperbole, personification, simile, and metaphor). They must then present their findings to the rest of the classroom orally and on the whiteboard for later use.

Time line

         Each student will be assigned to a group (2-3). Each will be assigned one of the    main characters from the play. With the assigned character they will have to choose a scene, brainstorm, and explain how this particular character could have changed  the whole chain of events. Each group is responsible for creating a time line with the sequence of events that could have changed after re-creating a scene.
